Eagles can use their strong wings to
swim if they catch a fish that is too heavy
to fly with.

Who are you calling bald? The name Bald Eagle comes
from the old English word balde, which means white.
They aren’t actually bald, but have white feathers on their
head, neck and tail. Eagles only get these white
feathers when they are four to five years old.

Eagles use
their sharp talons to
capture prey such
as fish, rabbits,
snakes or ducks.
