RAIN WATER MANAGEMENT NOTES

Water collected from portions of the building roofs flow to the rain
gardens located throughout the site. Rain gardens have been situated
on-grade.

Rain gardens are designed to capture, slow flows, and treat runoff. Rain
gardens will be designed with underdrains and a highIcapacity overflow
drain that will be connected to the onsite piped drainage system. The rain
gardens are sized such that the bottom of the rain garden is 5% of the
impervious area, which is the area required to manage Victoria's 2 year
storm event.

Walkways will be sloped to drain to adjacent absorbant landscape. Larger
paved areas such as driveways and turnarounds will be drained directly
to the storm system.

Portions of the roof which cannot be easily connected to rain gardens will
be drained directly to the storm system. The roof catchments are shown
schematically and will be refined during detailed design.

Boulevard irrigation to be inspected as per
municipal specification by municipal staff.

ON-SLAB TREE PLANTING NOTES

1.

For on-slab landscape and rain planter installations,
a root barrier will be installed to protect exposed
water proof membranes. A dimple board (drain mat)
will be installed over the root barrier in most
applications.

Parkade walls and foundation walls will be protected
with a dimple board (drain mat) to convey water to
the perimeter drain and protect wall from roots.

. A root barrier will be installed between the tree roots

and perimeter drain, to minimize tree root
interference with the drain, where the follow
conditions exist in on-grade planting areas: a)where
trees less than 8m tall are located closer than 2m
from a parkade or foundation wall; b) where trees
more than 8m tall are located closer than 3m from a
parkade or foundation wall; and c) where perimeter
