Emergency Support Services (ESS) is a provincial program that runs locally through Emergency
Management Salt Spring Island to deliver short-term (72 hours) support services to the public in
an emergency.

On Salt Spring Island, we depend on volunteers to coordinate the basic needs of islanders who
are displaced from their homes because of an emergency. Volunteer responsibilities
may include:

e (oordinating the provision of food, clothing, and lodging.

e Providing personal services such as emotional support, counselling, or special needs.

e Assisting with pet care.

e Opening and participating in group lodging or reception centre facilities, as needed.

e Providing in-person or online registration and referrals for support.

e Providing information to help reunite families.

e 18+ years of age and in good health.

e Strong communication skills.

e Technically sound with using a computer.

e Adaptable and willing to learn, training is provided.
