As part of the Westside Select Committee mandate to develop options for wastewater 
treatment and resource recovery, the Westside Solutions team has been working on two 
tracks, technical assessment and public engagement. The combined efforts of these 
processes have resulted in the identification of potential sites for wastewater treatment as 
well as flow scenarios for wastewater currently being discharged at McCaulay Point. 
 
For the twenty sites that have been identified, it is possible for each site – or combination of 
sites – to accommodate secondary or tertiary treatment and handling of solids. The twenty 
sites are generally located in 6 Site Nodes throughout the Westside, as seen on the 
overview map.  For this analysis, the same measures were used by each jurisdiction to give 
residents an indication of site attributes. This includes:

Other factors included ownership, current use, zoning and Official Community Plans. (It is 
important to note that current use and opportunities were analysed for this report – future 
potential uses and opportunities will be factored in upon further analysis and public input.)

Westside Solution options for wastewater treatment and resource recovery could be any 
combination of 1 - 4 sites. Analysis of wastewater flows, future resource recovery options, 
and community and costing considerations will help to further define solution sets. 
 
Residents are invited to provide input on sites through an online platform that will be 
presented on June 24. This feedback will be a critical factor in any decision on which sites 
and scenarios will proceed to undergo a more detailed analysis.

We appreciate you taking the time to consider all the potential sites and scenarios. We look 
forward to receiving your thoughts and ideas as we move forward together to find an 
economically and environmentally responsible solution for treating our wastewater.
